Letters from funding partners should explain how they may have been involved in helping to develop this project and why they endorse the project. They should also describe the grantmaker’s history of engagement with the applicant organization if they have supported the agency previously. 

Each letter of endorsement should reflect the intent of the funding partner to help provide a dollar-for-dollar match with the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation (RWJF) if the project is selected for funding. Together, local funding partners are expected to raise the full match.

The trustees of the partner foundations are not required to approve their grants prior to the final review by RWJF. At that time the project will be expected to have firm funding commitments to match Budget Year 01 and to have identified sources of matching dollars for the subsequent years of the grant. RWJF funds for the first budget year cannot be released until the match for that year is committed and in place.
